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The Rector’s Corner
On July 13, our Liturgical Working Committee (Bob Burdette, Marguerite Alley, Joe Stiles and myself) met to plan our Fifth Sunday services (7/31). On these Fifth Sundays, four times a year, we experiment with something a little different to stretch ourselves and introduce our members to other liturgies and ways of worshipping God. Our premise is, "you may love it, or not, but if not, don't worry we'll be back to something familiar the next week." Over time we have experienced liturgies from the New Zealand, English and Irish Anglican prayer books, the Lutheran church (ELCA), the 1928 Book of Common Prayer, along with a U2carist, a Reggae Eucharist, and a liturgy (twice) from St. Gregory of Nyssa Episcopal Church in San Francisco.
Observing that we have not done an Instructed Eucharist for 3 or 4 years, where the Rector explains and talks through our primary way of Sunday worship in the Episcopal Church, we decided on this as the focus for the end of July. We will also be holding all 3 Sunday services in the parish hall with an altar in the center, and chairs surrounding it, in an effort to recreate something of the atmosphere of the early house churches of the 1st and 2nd centuries. This will require a little stretching on the part of all of our liturgical groups, altar guild, lay readers, ushers and flower guild, but we hope it will be a memorable worship experience in the best sense of that word ("memorable").
