LITURGICAL NOTES
Sunday, June 4 will be Pentecost Sunday, which will mark the end of the Great Fifty Days of Easter.  The following Sunday (June 11) is Trinity Sunday, after which we mark the “Sundays after Pentecost” or “Ordinary Time.”  With these two Sundays and then the coming of summer, our Sunday morning worship will change in the following ways:

· After June 11, the liturgical color will be green. 

· The opening acclamation will revert from an Easter proclamation to one for “ordinary time;” we will use one from “Enriching our Worship,” which is book of supplemental liturgical materials from The Episcopal Church. 

· A reading from the Old Testament will replace the readings from Acts.

· After Trinity Sunday, we will no longer sing the psalm at the 10:00 service.

· The confession and absolution will return to their usual place in the liturgy.

· The option to either stand or kneel will once more be part of the service.

· After Trinity Sunday, our Eucharistic Prayer will be Form C, from The Book of Common Prayer, which has a call and response pattern to it that invites the congregation to participate more fully in the Great Thanksgiving.  

· There will be a three-fold blessing for Pentecost and Trinity Sunday; after that a “regular” blessing will take the place of the three-fold seasonal blessings.

· We will be using our “ordinary” dismissal.

Building and Grounds  No report

Christian Formation Our Youth Group ended the year with a spectacular Youth Sunday!  We are fortunate to have such a talented group of young people.  From the readings to the sermon and the closing hymn, they showed they shared their faith, joy and dedication.  We will miss our graduating seniors, Maggie Hallauer and Jordan Strawbridge. Misty Thomas and Melissa Thomas are developing a Take Out Church program to motivate families to stay connected to God and EEC during the summer vacation.  This will include a ""Where did you see God?" prompt on Facebook to share thoughts and pictures. VBS is June 26 to June 30 and Misty has developed a great program. There are 28 children registered and we are hoping for 40 based on last year. Sixteen adults and 10 youth have volunteered but we still need adult help! There will be sign-up sheets in the Parish Hall for you to make donations of snacks for VBS. Parish Retreat is June 3rd and 4th and 11 children 2-12 years old will be attending.  

Communications No report
Day School.  The Day School commission met on Tuesday, May 2nd at 7:30pm in the library. We are continuing to get new enrollees and are now at 60% enrollment and it's not even summer yet! If you have a son or daughter of preschool age and are looking to place them in school, give out director Karen Kearse a call and schedule a tour. Summer camp is filling up. The weeks are July 10-13 and July 17-20.  Ages 3 to 6 are welcome but your child must be potty trained.  On another note, the school had a fun filled Fiesta Day. Thanks to Doug Lewis for stepping in as the host while Karen was out sick. The preschoolers also had spring pictures and an Easter egg hunt. We are adding a new vendor for after school. It will be a one hour art class that will meet on Thursday afternoons for six weeks in the fall and six weeks in the spring. We will still have Stars, Soccer Shots, and Center Stage Dance class. New teachers have been hired for the fall. The four year old teaching team is already in place. We have two good candidates for the two year old teacher and the two year old teachers aid. Thank you to Karen Kearse for doing a fabulous job with the day school. You have made it such a success. Please feel free to check out our commission. We meet on the first Tuesday of every month.

Finance Our April receipts showed a dramatic improvement over previous months for which we thank all of our givers.  Partly because of Easter, partly because of first quarter pledges being received in April and partly because of several large contributions, the excess of revenue ($174,836.41) over expenses ($155,356.76) year-to-date was the best so far.  Perhaps of greatest significance, the shortfall of year-to-date revenue to budget, which had grown to more than $12,000 by March 31, has been reduced to $1,345.57.  However, there are still 80 pledgers who are behind for the year and we urge that they bring their pledges up to date before it becomes more difficult to do so.  Payment of these pledges is critical to the support of our many programs.  Please let us know if there is anything we can do to help if you are having difficulty with your pledge, and if there is any program that Emmanuel can offer that will enhance your Christian life.
